Candidates must complete an Online Training Module, attend all 3 Classroom Sessions,
and attend a Field Experience Session in order to complete the course.

Pre-Registration - Reserved placement in the class.

Each candidate must provide their name and email
address when pre-registering. You can also call the CESA League Office at 614/253-6995.
Reservations will be made on a first-come-first serve basis. Pre-registration does NOT guarantee
placement in the class. Candidates that pre-pay for the class will have priority in class placement.
Candidates that show up for the class without pre-registering will NOT be placed in the class unless
openings are still available.
